In 
order to do this we need to get started 
now.

Though in past years we have been able 
to provide the yearbook as a part of  
the tuition expense we will not be able 
to offer that this year. As is common 
in most schools, students will need to 
purchase a yearbook if  they want one.

In addition, to help defray the cost of  
printing the yearbook, we will be ap-
proaching local vendors, and interested 
parents to offer the opportunity to 
purchase advertising and/or personal ad 
space in the yearbook (details TBA).

 As the first installment is due to the 
printing company in November, we 
need to establish how many yearbooks 
we should order. Therefore, if  you 
would like to order a year book for 
your student(s) this year, please go 
to the link on the last page and fill 
out the order form. Submit it to the 
school along with payment according to 
the following schedule:

Families ordering a total of  1 yearbook 
have two payment options:  (1) submit 
the order form and $25 by October 30, 
or (2) submit the order form and $30 
by November 30.

Families ordering 2 or more yearbooks, 
have two payment options as well:  (1) 
submit the order form and $25/year-
book ordered in full by October 30, or 
(2) submit the order form and $25 for 
the first yearbook by October 30, with 
the balance for the remaining yearbooks 
(also $25/each) due November 30.

ALL monies must be in no later than 
Nov. 30th to receive these rates. If  a 
family does not pre-pay for a yearbook 
and wishes then to purchase one later in 
the school year, the book price will be 
$50 ea. Please note: there is no guar-
antee that additional yearbooks will be 
available at the end of  the school year, 
so if  you’re interested, please act now.

A 3rd Grade Adventure
The third grade went on a field 
trip to the Conservation Center 
Thursday as a finale to their Sci-
ence investigation on Plants. Miss 
Miller, the students, and our parent 
chaperones were overwhelmed by 
the natural beauty of  the forest and 
trails. 

Each student collected various 
items during their walk and had a

Learning that Stays

5/6 Earth Model Display
Our 5th and 6th grade students have spent the 
last few weeks in Earth Science learning about the 
structure and workings of  planet Earth - inside and 
out. The students have made connections between 
the flow of  heated air in their home and the flow 
of  heated rock in Earth’s middle interior layer 
called the mantle. They learned that both types of  
flow are due to convection currents. 

Students also studied how the ocean floor is contin-
uously being renewed via swallowing old ocean-
floor rock (subduction) and replenishing with new 
ocean rock (sea-floor spreading). More recently, 
the 5th and 6th grade students learned about the 
movement of  Earth’s lithospheric plates and how 
this movement is driven by convection currents in 
Earth’s mantle. 

To cap off  their study of  Earth’s structure, the 5th 
and 6th grade students worked in pairs to create and present their own 3-dimensional 
model Earth, complete with convection currents in the mantle, sea-floor spreading, sub-
duction, and plate boundaries.  Mrs. Bender , the 5th and 6th grade science teacher, was 
so impressed with their attention to detail and creativity that she arranged their work for 
display in the Great Room here at school. Check it out next time you come by and see if  
you can identify some of  the important features!
