Their future is contingent on the country’s ability to provide proper healthcare an edu-
cation.

A non-profit organization called The Friends of  Little Field Home works to raise 
support that will help empower the people in Chigamba Village – working to create a 
self-sustaining community through programs in education, health care and commerce. 
By supporting their programs, donors help change Malawi’s future!
