Mrs. Domeny was with us again this week.
Each time she is here she uses terrific
imagery to help the children connect with
a truth or idea.

The lesson on Tuesday was about the
dangers of sin and how we need to view it
with grave caution, rather than engage in it
flippantly or with familiarity. She com-
pared a jar of sweet cinnamon to a jar of
rat poison (the “sin jar”). The first jar we
would be drawn to eat without hesitation
-- and rightly sol However, the 2nd would
give us pause once we saw the skeleton
head warning label on it. The label she
explained symbolizing poison — telling us
loud and clear stay away from it.

The same is true, Mrs. Domeny said, with
regard to sin in our lives. Too often we
ignore the signs that something is gravely
dangerous for us and we move forward
with it. We need to picture the label warn-
ing of sin on actions that we are drawn
to, as sin will always lead us into bondage,
captivity and loss of freedom. Under-
standing the depth of these consequences
will help us avoid acting on a temptation.

MS/HS: DECEMBER 3

Tom Kearney came to speak to the stu-
dents about a film documentaty project
he is working on highlighting a movement
among the youth of Sri Llanka to heal the
wounds of the three decade-long civil war
in that country. Tom’s college roommate
is from Sri Lanka and has a burden to see
the people of the two previously warring
factions — the Tamil and the Sinhalese —
come together for a peaceful future.

Tom went to Sti Lanka to film a ground-
breaking conference hosted by S7/ Lanka
Unites, an organization started by his
college roommate. He and his team put
together this event for 320 attending
student leaders in their country. It was a
first-time event where students from both
the Tamil and Sinhalese groups roomed
together, learned together, ate together
and played together. The film that Tom is
making — shown to CCA students in seed
form — highlights the events and results of
this amazing four-day conference.

By the end of the conference the youths
were deeply saddened that they had to
leave the friends they had made, and
exchanged contact information. They went
back to their towns and cities intent on

being agents of peace by speaking a new
message to those in their communities
who for 30+ years have known only hate
for one another. It is a miracle!

We can’t wait to see the full documentary
when Tom is done with it. The film will be
shown all over the world to educate people
on the power of youth coming together
for the purpose of peace to change the
course of a nation.

Before leaving us, Tom addressed a com-
mon theme students have been hearing
during CCA chapels this year. He shared
how he had early on wondered if making
film was worthy of a sense of mission
from God. Thinking that it certainly could
be, Tom pressed on to learn film making
in college. With this particular project he
sees how what he loves to do can influ-
ence people and empower people to do
great things. He challenged each one in the
room to discover and use their specific in-
terests and gifts to further God’s Kingdom
as well.
