The younger students enjoyed a very fun, 
celebratory Chapel service with Mr. Dave 
Rousseau. As usual he came with a set of  
lively worship music to sing with the kids. 
There was a lot of  laughter as he ad-
dressed the children in each grade person-
ally, highlighting their contribution to the 
Christmas Concert. He affirmed each one 
noting specific observations he’d made. 

He also shared some thoughts about the 
value and specialness of  this time of  
year, telling a story about his Dad and his 
excitement about Christmas each year. His 
Father was a model to him of  the joy that 
is to be found in the celebration of  Jesus’ 
birth. He encouraged each one listening to 
do the same. 

Thank you Mr. Rousseau for coming, and 
sharing your God-inspired joy and energy 
with us, and thank you for helping us 
laugh and sing with the same kind of  joy.

MS/HS: DECEMBER 17
Mr. Preve’s talk started with the reminder 
that God loves people more than anything 
else. Those who accept His love in its full-
ness are compelled to respond. The best 
response is to give Him our very selves 
– our bodies, our time, our abilities, our 
dreams, all of  it. 

He then reminded us that Christians exist 
for the benefit of  others. When we give 
Him ourselves, we will certainly hear a 
prompt to serve others in some way. In 
turn, much pain and suffering, poverty 
and need would disappear from this world. 

Mr. Preve challenged us to consider what 
the “it” is God is calling each one of  us 
to do – and to trust that He will equip us 
to do that “it” whatever it is. This means 
He might call us to be involved in the life 
of  someone that is not attractive, or is 
difficult to get along with, but even in that 
we can overcome. When we do, we never 
surrender – never quit. 

In closing, Mr. Preve challenged each one 
to consider what they are doing with their 
lives – to take seriously that God’s spirit 
wants to act. Pray, seek the Lord, give 
yourself  to Him, hear what the “it” is He 
has for you. Who would He like you to 
pour into? Then be brave, have courage, 
and go do the “it” with heart. 

Thank you Mr. Preve for speaking the 
truth to us in love, and for forthrightly 
presenting this very timely and relevant 
message. You are a model of  this founda-
tional principle – even in your willingness 
to come and speak to us about such vital 
things.
